	Leaf Stitch-Same as grass stitch but use 2 or 3 shades in layer for leaves on trees
	Satin Stitch-slant stitches so they lay side by side

	Pine Needle Stitches-Simple stitch that resembles the letter ‘V’ Long and Short
	Pine Needle Clusters-Combination of Pine Needle Stitches worked in 2/4 and ¾ pulled thread
	Blending Stitches-Stitch Blending and Row Blending, Long and Short 
	Blending Stitches- Clouds

	Blending Stitches-Leaf Shading
	Running Stitches-Long and Short Stitches used in Mountains and  Rocks
	Lattice or Ladder Stitch-Decorative Stitch, creates Criss-Cross Design
	Wave stitches in Water- Use Long, Short, Satin, and pile stitches

	Leaf Stitch-Running stitches with vein in first
	Leaf Stitch-Running stitches with vein in last
	Running Stitch-Leaves with blending with satin stitch for turnover
	Running Stitch-Leaves with long and short blending-padding for turnover – satin stitch

	Bamboo trees-Stalks are divided into bone shape sections
	Birch Tree- trunk stitched to show curve . Stitched sideways to make bark realistic.
	Pine Tree- stitched vertically, 2 or 3 colors no blending, possible outlining with other color.
	Evergreen Tree-Distant, Large, Layered and small

	Trees with Vertical Trunks  see Pine trees
	Pile stitch-Reverse stitch, Brushed pile stitch. Trim/cut down to sculpt brushed thread.
	Rope Stitch-Used for eagle, Cranes and bird feet. Pad one side to give dimension. 
	Satin Stitch-Tiger fangs, Claws, other techniques Pad and ¾ pull shine thread.

	Tiger eye-Using gold ribbon and glue, pupil. Make pattern, pad, glue gold onto padding. Rolled thread to make eye.  
	Eyes-for Lion, Dragon, Eagle, Fish eye, Human eye and others
	Hairplanting- Adv. technique to create natural-looking hairline, layer Geisha hair and glue ½ pull thread over top.
	Bird Feathers-Window Feathers, feathers that overlap

	Blizzard Stitch- Obscure mass of short stitches
	Inlay Stitch
	Couching Stitch-Fastening stitch used to secure other threads to the canvas
	Chain Stitch-Utilizes whole bunka thread

	Curve Stitches-Short stitches for single line designs
	Padding-Double Stitching 
Solid Padding stitch-Solid padding symbol
	Faces-Create proper contours for facial features, stitch direction and shading
	Face-eyes, nose, lips

	Fish- Scales, Feelers, Mouth
	Flower-Petal, line pad, order of stitching in petal, buds
	Lazy Daisy Stitch
	Overlay Stitch

	Padding Stitches-Raised, Double stitching, deep dimensional, solid padding, tapered padding, three color padding,  line padding
	Popcorn Stitch-used on flower buds,  round decorative circles
	Seaming Stitch-punching into lines as you work
	Split Stitch-used in single line stitching basically two rows of running stitch

	Stitch and clip-required basic technique
	Polished thread-Pulled thread making a flat and shinny effect.
	Whiskers-Whiskers for tiger, layered
	Zig- Zag Stitch-a technique more than a stitch, Short & narrow, Long & short, Irregular
