1. Applicant must be a member of ABEA and hold the Silver Stitching Level Certificate.

2. Applicant must complete and submit any combination of five (5) “Original Stitchery” and “Original Design” projects.* Pictures must be judged by a committee consisting of Master Judges.

3. Applicant must enter al least one “Original Stitchery” or “Original Design” project into a national ABEA competition and be awarded a blue ribbon (first place).

4. The projects must be submitted in person at the annual national ABEA seminar.

5. The project must be of technical difficulty and/or artistry appropriate to the Gold level.

6. No more than two (2) projects per year may be submitted to the judging panel.

7. The project may be framed or simply matted and wrapped tightly in clear cellophane.

8. A project must receive a minimum score of 90% from each judge to be accepted.

*Project Requirements and Descriptions

Original Stitchery is the stitcher’s interpretation of existing art translated into Bunka.  Examples include: photographs, sketches, drawings, paintings

Projects may include:

· Designs from another media which have been traced or drawn onto Bunka canvas

· “canvas only” designs

· Designs transferred onto Bunka canvas by the use of transfer media

· Computer generated designs transferred onto Bunka canvas

Original Design projects are the sole creation of the stitcher and cannot be taken from any existing design, regardless of the source.  It must be eligible for copyright.

NOTE: The judging panel will provide a critique of the stitching technique and artistic  qualities.  The critique will include the individual scores and comments, but will not identify the judges.
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
